Euphoria Fitness Club – Membership agreement, rules & regulations

All members of euphoria fitness club, long term, short term or casual in attending euphoria agree to the following 

terms and conditions, the following terms are set out by the owners of euphoria fitness club.

A copy of this can be obtained from reception at any time. 


1. Membership subscriptions

The member named overleaf shall pay a joining fee at the time of application for

membership at the rate specified overleaf.

The member shall also pay to Euphoria fitness club (EFC) a monthly subscription as

set out overleaf.  Monthly instalments will be taken at the start of each calendar 

month for the duration of the membership.  If a member joins during a month a pro 

rata payment for that month will be due.

(EFC) shall be entitled to vary the subscription from time to time, all fee(s)

     are subject to change without prior notice.

Memberships subscriptions shall be payable monthly in advance although a member 

may specify overleaf that he/she wishes to pay all his/her membership subscriptions 

in advance by a lump sum specified overleaf on the date on which he/she becomes 

a member.

ALL monthly memberships will run for the duration of their term and continue to run 

until specified to end by the member named overleaf.

     Ensure you are aware of the duration of your membership before signing

     Once contract is signed the named member overleaf is agreeing to the length of the     

     membership.

     If your membership is cancelled any remaining monthly fees must be paid.
Any membership which is cancelled not in accordance to points 6 & 8, will result in a 

cancellation fee as set out by (EFC).

2. Charges

Use of certain facilities of (EFC) is subject to payment of the current tariff charges, 

which are additional to those of the admin fees.

A list of these tariff charges are available from reception. (EFC) reserve the right to 

alter these charges at any time.

3. Rules & Regulations

The member named overleaf agrees to the rules & regulations.

(EFC) may alter the rules & regulations at any time.  These alterations will be posted 

on the club notice board.

4. Membership Cards

Each member will be issued with a membership card, which must be presented at 

reception upon each visit in order to gain access to the clubs facilities.  These 

membership cards are the property of (EFC) and at the end of the membership 

subscription must be returned to (EFC).

The membership card must only be used by the member to whom the card is issued.  

Any discount available can only be redeemed by the named member.  

(EFC) reserve the right to charge an additional fee to replace a lost membership 

card.

Membership is personal and a member cannot transfer his/her membership to 

another person.

5. Facilities

A member is entitled to use the facilities available under the relevant category of 

membership in accordance with the rules and regulations. (EFC) reserve the right to 

add to or alter the facilities from time to time. (EFC) may also from time to time 

withdraw all or any part of such facilities for any period(s), where the same are 

required for exhibitions or other activities or in connections with repair or 

maintenance work.

6. Suspension of memberships

A member may at any time apply to (EFC) to have his/her membership suspended. 

The application should be in writing and addressed to (EFC) management. Such 

suspension shall be at the sole discretion of (EFC) and will only be considered 

where one of the following applies.

Medical necessity, redundancy, the relocation of a member due to job. Subscription 

not linked to 6.1/6.2 will result in the remaining subscription to be paid in full.

7. Conduct

(EFC) has the right to prevent entry to the club by anyone whose 

behaviour/conduct/appearance is deemed by it to be unsuitable.

(EFC) in no way tolerates aggressive/obscene/foul/Racial/sectarian behaviour  to 

any member or staff and any person(s) displaying any of these will be asked to leave 

the club. (EFC) also reserve the right to remove members whom (EFC) deems to act 

in an inappropriate manor. (Please see point 18).

All (EFC) members should show consideration to one another in and around the 
club.
8. Cancellations of memberships
(EFC) reserve the right at time to time to cancel or suspend the membership of any 
member where in (EFC) absolute discretion there has been or is likely to be a 
breach of this agreement or where any amounts owed to (EFC) by the member have 
not been paid.  In the event of such cancellation or supervision no refund of admin 
fees and subscription fees will be made.
     Any members whose conduct shall be deemed by (EFC) to be improper or likely to       

     endanger the welfare, safety, harmony or good name of the club may be 

     reprimanded or have his/her membership suspended/cancelled by (EFC). (EFC)     

     shall be the sole judge of what constitutes such conduct. In 

          the event of such action NO refund of any fees paid by members shall be made.

Cancellations continued

The member upon payment of any remaining fees may also cancel membership.

(EFC) may cancel any member’s membership at any time without prior notice.  

9. Children
     Members are responsible for the behaviour and actions of his/her children at all times when in the club. Children are only permitted at reception or supervised in the studio. Ensure your child remains in the club until collected by parent/guardian, as (EFC) can’t be responsible if your child leaves building.

     (EFC) doesn’t accept any liability for any accidents that occur when children are in club.

     (EFC) has a beauty salon, please ensure your children keep noise to a minimum whilst at reception or the café area

10. Technogym keys
     The member whose name is held on such key is responsible for this key.  If the Technogym key is lost and needs replaced the member is liable to pay a fee to cover the cost of a replacement.

Technogym key hire/deposit – all short-term memberships are subject to a refundable key deposit, this refundable deposit is only refundable up to 30 days after the completion of the membership after 30 days (EFC) has no obligation to refund this fee.

Hire of equipment. Polar heart rate monitors are lent out to members on a daily basis.  All monitors are the property of (EFC).  Any member who fails to return their monitor will have 24hrs to return to the club after this 24hrs a fee of £5/day will apply.  

Locker keys are lent out on a daily basis, keys must be returned once finished belongings left in lockers will be removed by staff.  If you accidentally take a key please return as soon as possible. Any members who we deem to have taken a key will be contacted. 

11. Liability
     (EFC) liability for damage or loss to members or guests property is strictly limited to any damage or loss suffered as a result of the negligence of (EFC) & its staff. ALL property of members is the sole responsibility of members. All possessions can be locked into lockers provided by (EFC) any property not put into these lockers is at the sole risk of members.

     (EFC) Will not accept any liability for any accident or injury for all members/guests that may occur on the premises or within the grounds of the club other than those that arise from the negligence of (EFC) at its staff.  

12 Outside Club
12.1 
(EFC) is not responsible for the personal property of members left outside nor is (EFC) responsible for the well-being of or can be held responsible for the personal safety of members when outside of the club.  


All vehicles are left outside at own risk.

Members are asked to park in the allocated spaces outside the club, and NOT in any of the disabled spaces or emergency/loading area clearly marked nearest the door.


Any member parking in these restricted areas will be asked to move and may be subject to their car being clamped by an outside agent brought in by (EFC). Any fees to release car is to be made to this outside agent.

13 Accidents

13.1       All accidents must be reported immediately to reception and logged into the incident book available from reception.

13.2       Members should not undertake any physical activity, treatment or programme for which they may not be fit and are responsible for monitoring their condition during any physical activity. Treatment or programme, (EFC) will not be in any way responsible for any harm to a member as a result of his/her undertaking any activity unless caused by negligence or (EFC) and it’s staff.   

14 Joint Obligation

14.1       Where two or more people sign this agreement, (joint/corporate/family members) their obligation under this agreement shall be joint and several.  Any notice given by one person shall be deemed to have been given by both.

15. 
Variation of agreement
15.1 
(EFC) shall be entitled to alter this agreement at any time without prior notice.

16. 
Lost Property
16.1 
Any belongings left in (EFC) will be kept for 21 days after such time these belongings are then given to charity.

17. Guests
Members are responsible for all guests brought into (EFC) and the guests are also aware of and agree to (EFC) rules & regulations.

18.         Refunds

18.1       (EFC) does not issue refunds under any circumstances.
